
SECRECY AGREEMENT

Preamble
AAA is interested in providing know-how, gained in the field of………… 

on request of BBB.

BBB is interested in additional know-how in the field of ……………… 

and would therefore like to enter into discussions with AAA and to get specific information based on written documentation and verbal explanations.

1.
Obligations of BBB
BBB undertakes to observe secrecy with regard to all information disclosed to it, i.e. written documentation, drawings, electronically stored data, eventual objects as well as disclosed know-how.

The duty of secrecy implies that BBB must not

a)
disseminate the disclosed information internally,

b)
utilize such information in its research, development and production and

c)
use such information neither for its own purpose nor for the purpose of a third party.

BBB shall impose the duty of secrecy on employees which become aware of such secret information. BBB shall notify these employees to AAA within 30 days. 

The duty of secrecy remains effective five years from the date of this Agreement. If the parties break off the negotiations, BBB undertakes to return all files which contain information to AAA within 30 days.

BBB will have no obligation to enter into any further agreement with AAA or to undertake development, production or trials with respect thereto, except as in BBB’s judgement shall seem advisable.

2.
Right of AAA
AAA reserves the right to enter into discussions with other potential co-operation partners regarding the exploitation of intellectual property. AAA does not assume any obligations whatsoever to BBB.

3.
Violation of the Agreement
In case of infringement of this Agreement BBB shall have the burden of proof that (a) it already had knowledge of the information or significant parts thereof, which were disclosed by AAA, at the time of the signing of this Agreement, (b) it meanwhile obtained this information from other sources, or (c) this information may be considered common knowledge from some point of time.

4.
Place of Jurisdiction
If in case of dissent a mutual agreement between the partners is not possible, Swiss law shall be applicable. Place of jurisdiction is Zurich.
